Antecedentes
1. El 8 de mayo de 2019 se llevd a cabo en la ciudad de Morén, Argentina, el | Foro de

Conectividad Aérea en Latinoamérica organizado por la Administracién Nacional de Aviacion Civil
(ANAC), la Agencia Europea de Seguridad de la Aviacién (EASA) y el Municipio de Mordn.

2. El foro tuvo como principal objetivo fomentar lazos de cooperacion internacional en
materia de aviacidon, fomentar el desarrollo econdmico y productivo a través de la aerondutica,
promover el didlogo global sobre tematicas referidas a la aviacién en el marco de la Revolucidn de los
Aviones en la que la localidad de Mordn se esta fortaleciendo como distrito aerondutico y participaron
del evento representantes de gobierno, organismos internacionales de aviacion, direcciones de
aviacién civil de Latinoamérica, organismos que regulan la aviacidon, cdmaras y empresas del rubro
aeronadutico del sector aerocomercial y de la aviacién general.

3. Distribuidos en cuatro paneles, se trataron temas como la demanda del mercado y la
necesidad de movilidad, infraestructura y apoyo, marco institucional y regulatorio, industria y su
crecimiento y se finalizé el foro con una visita técnica al aeropuerto internacional El Palomar para un
recorrido por la terminal y las instalaciones del primer aeropuerto low cost de Latinoamérica.

Manuel Caceres (Director ACSA) y el Sr. Tomas Insausti (Administrador ANAC), bajo la moderacion de
la Sra. Pamela Suarez (Presidenta JIAAC), quien destacd que siendo “la aviacién sinébnimo de conexién,
de las personas, de las economias, de la cultura, de la educacidn, era necesario contar con regulaciones
uniformes, pues la regulacidén y las instituciones son la base que genera las oportunidades y las
condiciones para poder enfrentar desafios”.
